Director and Committee Reports: 

1. Beeman reported on various course improvements and projects.

a. Ewing baskets were welded (for security).

b. Grandview’s road project is still not done, and course improvements and work there is pending the completion of that work

c. The practice basket at Walnut Ridge was stolen, but the Army Corps of Engineers will replace it

Web Site

1. Eddie McCulley submitted a design to the board and the community, but decided to put the old web site back up due to community criticism of the new design. 

2. Tim is still trying to build a site, but has been unable to do any more work thus far. 

a. Amanda suggested using Go Daddy, an online company that has a site builder feature. She is familiar with it through her job and estimates no more than $150 per year to use the site. 

b. Corey said that the site needs to be usable for everyone, so if the skilled person leaves, it doesn’t leave us high and dry.

· Amanda replied that Go Daddy is a simple “drag and drop” type program that doesn’t take any special skill or knowledge to do. 

c. Tim suggested that he and Amanda continue to work to come up with a web site option. 

· Tim will continue to explore free or low cost web hosting and Amanda will create a mock site at Go Daddy before the next meeting. 

Open Report 
1. Tim reported on the status of the Des Moines Open

a. Payout: Shane (Pro Flight Discs) will be doing the Am Payout, and Tim wants the club to add $300 to the total payout for the weekend. 

b. Registration is up online, as is the flyer. Amanda will print and pass out the flyers at league and Corey will print and post around town. 

Glow Tournament
1. Bruce and Katie, who ran the Glow last year, are unable to run it this year due to time conflicts. 

2. Tim and Joe agreed to run the Glow this year and explored possible dates, deciding (tentatively) on August 31. 

a. Joe will work on getting the shelter

b. Tim will get a hold of Gator (Mark Gates), who offered to help and does the basket halos every year.

c. Tim and Joe will work on side games.

d. Beeman will work on getting the band and setting up the course.

e. Eddie will work on publicity and flyers.

f. Amanda will work on prizes, trophies and glow stuff. 

Greenwood
1. Not much has been done with Greenwood for a month, although Beeman has been working with Jon Latch and the City to stay abreast of updates.

a. The City asked us to put the course in an alternate location, and Jon has developed an alternate course

b. The City will do an environmental impact study and a walk through with neighborhood leaders, and Beeman believes that a letter was sent to neighborhood residents regarding this plan. 

2. Tim said that we, as a club, need to know what’s going on. The Club is reluctant to commit money or assistance to the city as this was supposed to be done two years ago. 

a. Tim suggested we table the discussion until we have an update. 

b. The Club decided to set a January 1 deadline to make a decision about Greenwood (what to do with the money, how much commitment we are willing to make). After that date, the Club will hold a special meeting to update the disc golf community and/or decide what to do with the money designated for the Greenwood project. 

Publicity Director
1. Corey submitted his name for consideration for the Publicity Director position. However, no vote was held because the Club did not have a quorum. 

2. Ralph Schippers called in as the meeting was wrapping up, and the club unanimously voted Corey in as Publicity Director with Ralph’s phone vote.
